Jane Doe 1953 
 
Dear Diary, 
 
If I forget everything may I always remember the love of God.  
 
This is one of my earliest memories.  Even before I knew what or who God was I felt His 
love.  I felt safe, secure and  special.  I can remember running through the fields with the 
wind blowing in my hair, the sun warming the air to a gentle breeze and the power of the mo-
ment that this day, this time was made just for me and whoever made it loved me very 
much. I know now this was my GOD,  the one that knew me before  I was born. 
  
Then I met my parents.  I knew they loved me but it was different than the love I had felt 
before. My mom had two miscarriages one before and one after me.   She was always afraid 
something bad was going to happen to me. She loved God, but her God was strict, condemn-
ing, and you were to fear Him.  The only time I can remember God's love being mentioned 
was in the song "Jesus Loves Me"  If I would mention things I felt I was silly or didn't know 
what I was talking about. 
  
Slowly the love of my God was replaced with a God that was condemning, judgmental and 
you just never had a chance.  I never seem to fit in with anyone or anywhere.  I was taught 
the Ten Commandments and the Golden Rule and that if I did something wrong and my par-
ents, didn't catch it he would. I was doomed before I got started. I would wait because I was-
n't smart or pretty and everything I did good or bad was wrong. I waited for God's judgment 
on me. All that I felt about me was my punishment for not being what I was suppose to be. 
 



He did but it surely  wasn't what I had expected.  However, I know now that GOD always 
was there for me.  He would say “You are my child and I love you!". I would say "Why look 
what I've done again and again". He would say  "Because you are my child and I love 
you".   He said it until I believed it. 
 
Today I have been through addiction, loneliness, death of love ones, moving to find myself 
etc. I found something that I had misplaced but he never misplaced me.  He was in my heart 
waiting patiently on me keeping me safe, loving me when I couldn't face the day or love my-
self. When He wasn't carrying me, He was walking along side me never to leave me or for-
sake me but be my refuge and my strength. He died for the very sin I committed.  He went 
through them again and again forgiving me telling me how much he loved me and invited 
me back to that place where I felt so safe, so secure and so loved.  I said "Yes LORD I am 
your child and I know now you love me and always have and I will dwell in the house of the 
Lord forever and ever”. 
  
SO IF YOU DO NOTHING ELSE TODAY KNOW THAT GOD LOVES YOU AL-
WAYS. MAKE THAT COMMITMENT TO HIM.  INVITE HIM INTO YOUR HEART 
& LIFE. ASK HIM TO FORGIVE YOU OF YOUR SINS. KNOW THAT HE IS IN 
EVERY PART OF YOU AND LET HIM GUIDE YOU, LOVE YOU AND LEAD 
YOU HOME.  GO AND SIN KNOW MORE. AND KNOW THAT IF YOU DO HE 
WILL FORGIVE YOU AS YOU FORGIVE YOURSELF AND OTHERS.

   At 16 I was confused and allowed my mind to validate my actions. I had many excuses; my age, 
my plans for college, the shame of having to go on welfare , the shame on myself and my family. 

The mental conse-
quences of my choice did not arise until I was married and attempting to conceive my first child. 
Again I found my self flooded with emotions that I thought I had stuffed deep down never to rear 
it’s ugly head again, but I was wrong the devil had attacked my mind again.. However there was 
good news God’s word entered me and reassured me that he was not punishing me. I had done a 
good job of that on my own. I was reminded that all have fallen short of God’s glory, but if we re-
pent and go forth and sin no more we will be blessed. We serve and awesome God that forgives us 
and that nothing can separate us from his unconditional and enduring love. Jesus Christ has bore 
my sin and by his stripes I’m healed physically, emotionally and spiritually. 
 
Never make any decision no matter how great or small with out consulting our heavenly Father. 

Never rely on your own understand-
ing as  I did at 16. Just as Isaiah 55: 8-9 (NIV) makes evident that “For my thoughts are not your 
thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, declares the LORD.

I have learned several lessons since 1981. Life is not greener on the other side. Life itself is precious 
and very short. We are but a vapor on this earth. We need to live each day as if it were our last and 
love our fellow man. Never deny the word of God for it is our instruction to having a fulfilling life 
and to help others obtain the same blessing. 
 
I also know that what Satan meant for my destruction I now use to help others  who need counsel-
ing , guidance and making the right choice LIFE and most importantly LOVE.
